We do not take our
MDO-1s (toddlers) because of the large gap in age of children in care and the desire to offer
a quality environment. Extended Care is open from 6:30 a.m.- 6:00 p.m. (6 a.m. with prior
arrangements) Monday through Friday and is available with 24-hour advance reservation (no
‘spur of the moment drop-ins’ since we must work continually to maintain an adequate
staffing ratio).

Students (those not enrolled in the ‘whole day’ programs) will pay hourly rates after

any contracted hours have passed (i.e., a ‘whole day’ child may stay at school from 8:30 a.m.
until 3:30 p.m. paying no additional charge, but should they need care before 8:30 a.m. or after
3:30 p.m. additional hourly charges apply).
